* He then invites them to confirm the news for theresby seeing
that the tomb is empty.

Verse 7

“Then go quickly and tell his disciples; ‘He hasgen from the dead and is
going ahead of you into Galilee. There you will seen.” Now | have told
you.”

» Having given the women the basic facts and configithe news to
them by showing them where Jesus’ body had beerarigel
commissions them to share the news with othercifsgadly, they
are commissioned to go and tell the disciples twesthat they have
received.

* They are given a threefold message for the dissifplest, they are to
tell the disciples that Jesus is raised. Secomy, dne to tell the



disciples that Jesus is going ahead of them intde®aThird, they
are to explain that there they will see him.

* The final phrase indicates that the angel has ceteglhis
assignment.

Verse 8
So the women hurried away from the tomb, afraid yéed with joy, and
ran to tell his disciples.
» The sight of the angel and the news of Jesus’ restion left the
women emotionally confused. They were afraid aheldfiwith joy.
* They hurried to fulfill the commission that they neeagiven.

Verse 9
Suddenly Jesus met them. “Greetings,” he said. Tlrayne to him, clasped
his feet and worshiped him.
* As the women were hurrying away from the tomb Jdsusself,
appeared to them.
» His greeting to them is the usual greeting thaiis would exchange.
* They know him and fall down in homage to worshimhi

Verse 10
Then Jesus said to them, “Do not be afraid. Go aetl my brothers to go
to Galilee; there they will see me.”
» Jesus extends the same commission to the woméeyyabad
received from the angel. They are to go and telldisciples that they
will meet with him in Galilee.
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
